Our staff’s top priority is the wellbeing and
safety of all our boarders. We understand

that transitioning to a boarding school can be
daunting, and our team of dedicated staff are
always available to provide support and guidance
especially during the first few weeks after arrival
to Enwood House.

Our House Supervisors are the first point of
contact for any boarder who may be unwell or
have sustained an injury. All staff hold a current
First Aid certificate and are trained in emergency
procedures. While we use Vercoe Brown
Associates for GP services, we also respect the
right of boarders and their families to choose
alternative health care providers if they wish.
